Subj:   Requirement Issue Responses





1.  I apologize for the time  it has taken to provide this final update to the Requirements Issues (RIs). Capt Vasquez sent versions of preliminary responses some time ago; however, many responses which the JARG had at one time determined to be “approved” were since re-opened.  I have not flagged which of these RIs contain new information because I can’t be certain which responses you have or haven’t seen, or which responses you might have thought were “approved” which have since changed.  For the most part, you’ll find that the most recent information is in bold type. 





2.  In the transition from Capt Vasquez to myself, I might not have seen all correspondence on your questions stemming from preliminary RI responses.  However, for questions of yours I have seen, I attempted to obtain clarification from the JARG.   I have added clarification where applicable in italics.





3.  Please note that there are two attachments to the Requirements Issues Response file which are to be faxed.  The first is an RDR/EDR matrix which is intended to provide clarification on which type of data is received and processed (or not) by which regionals and centrals.  This matrix is applicable to RIs #1,#7,#54, and #83.  





4.  The second is a rewrite of the Sea Ice EDR, such that some of the parameters of that EDR are replaced as objectives to be accomplished through the Imagery EDR  “Freshwater Ice Concentration”  is not addressed in the rewrite; this is likely an oversight and should be included as an Imagery EDR objective.  The objective for ice imagery “regional” HSR is .65km, the goal is 0.1km.  Note also that “Ice thickness” is no longer an EDR while “Ice Age” and “Ice motion” are now separate EDRs. The revised ice requirements are  related to RIs #3, #22, #50, and #51.





5.  RI #84 provides additional quantification of the cloud detection objectives of the imagery EDR (information which we coordinated with you previously).   Please add the Imagery ice objectives discussed above to our revised Imagery SPEC (RI#84).  Because we just received the revised Ice requirements yesterday , we will not attempt to add comparable quantification of the ice detection objectives in the Imagery EDR.  You are encouraged to recommend such quantification in your CDRL SPECs.





5.  We are still waiting for clarification of the vegetation types (RI#75).  We’ll forward that as soon as we get it.  





6.  To the extent that these Requirements Issues responses do not effect a change in scope or cost of your NPOESS Phase 0 contract effort, they should be considered as the same as a change to the System Specification and/or the Performance Characteristics appendix.  Thank you for your patience!
